. WITH FLEMISH UNIVERSITIES

Jaramogi Oginga Odinga University of
Science and Technology (JOOUST) entered
into a global strategic partnership with five
Flemish Universities to train JOOUST staff on
natural resource management, agri-food
systems, health systems, ICT, and climate
change.
